President Davis called the meeting to order at 1500 hours. 
 
Minutes of the General Membership Meeting at Fort Benning, GA on 5 May 2007 were read. A motion was 
made, seconded and approved to approve the minutes as read. 
 
The Membership Chairman reported the status of membership rolls and efforts to recruit and retain new 
members. Current rolls are at 906. A total of 519 members have expirations of membership 1 October 2007. 
Dues notices were mailed in August. A suggestion was made to consider life memberships being paid in 
increments. The Board of Trustees is to consider the suggestion.

Major General John K. (Jack) Singlaub receives Will iam J. Donovan Award

Major General Jack Singlaub, Association Life Member and former battalion commander of the 2nd 
Battalion during the Korean War from December 1952 until April 1953, was presented the OSS Society’s 
prestigious William J. Donavan Award on 27 September 2007 at a gala dinner hosted by that society at 
the Sheraton Premiere Hotel in Vienna, Virginia. General Singlaub joins an illustrious list of previous 
Donovan Award recipients which includes Presidents Eisenhower, Reagan, and George Bush, such 
luminaries as Earl Mountbatten of Burma and Prime Minister Margaret Thatcher from Great Britain, and 
former CIA Directors Dulles, Casey, Helms, Colby, and Webster. The keynote speaker at the dinner, 
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which was attended by a veritable who’s who from the world of special operations and national 
intelligence, was the Director of National Intelligence, Vice Admiral USN (ret.) Michael McConnell.  The 
Commander of US Special Operations Command, Admiral Eric Olson presented the award to General 
Singlaub in recognition of his outstanding service to the country in all facets of his career but primarily 
coming in the fields of intelligence and special operations. His unique and exemplary career began with 
his WWII service with the OSS in France and China, followed by further 3 years of service in China after 
the end of the war, two tours in Korea during the Korean War (one with the CIA and one with the 15th 
Infantry), and later service in Vietnam as Commander of the Joint Unconventional Warfare Task Force 
(MAC SOG) and then Assistant Division Commander of the 8th Infantry Division in Germany.  His 
decorations include the Distinguished Service Medal with Oak Leaf Cluster, the Silver Star medal (as 
battalion commander April 1953 leading counterattack at Outpost Harry), the Legion of Merit with 2 Oak 
Leaf Clusters, the Soldiers Medal, and the Purple Heart with Oak Leaf Cluster. His autobiography, 
“Hazardous Duty – An American Soldier in the Twentieth Century,” is published by Simon and Schuster 
and is a real page turner with leadership lessons of great worth to be found in every chapter. General 
Singlaub remains very proud of his service with the Regiment, as we should all be of him and his 
outstanding achievements and recognition. In his acceptance speech, General Singlaub paid tribute to 
15th Infantry Regimental Commander Colonel, later General Richard Stilwell, as the most intelligent officer 
he ever served under – first in the CIA’s Far East Division and later in the Regiment.
